1. The extent to which presentation objectives and target audience are clearly specified
2. The quality of the materials to be used during the presentation and the availability of these materials through the CADRE website after the event
3. The level of knowledge and experience and geographic diversity of presenters
4. The extent to which program evaluation data or research is present
5. The level of attention to culturally competent practices 
6. The relevance to special education and early intervention
7. The extent to which innovative practices, including broad stakeholder involvement, are demonstrated
